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EXAM OVERVIEW

The Cambridge Preliminary English Test, also known as PET, is made up of four papers, each testing a different area
of ability in English. The Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking papers each carry 25% of the marks. There are five
grades: A, B and C are pass grades, D and E are fail grades. Candidates also receive a numerical score on the
Cambridge Scale for each of the four skills.
